HENDERSON SETTLEMENT/WHITE OAK—DUFF, TN

               (For Students in Rising 8th Grade and Up)
What is Work Camp?     Henderson Settlement is a mission of the South Kentucky Conference of the UMC whose purpose is to meet the basic needs of people in southeast Kentucky and northeast Tennessee.  Taking part in Work Camp at Henderson Settlement—White Oak—is a chance for students to experience a different culture and its people, to accept the community people as they are, and to minister to them within the context of their culture and needs.  We will help out with home repairs and pay for the materials ourselves for the projects we select.  
Cost?    $275.00 per person plus spending money to include food while travelling. (Bring a sandwich to save money!)  $100 deposit due April 1, $175 balance due May 15. This covers all lodging, meals from Sunday supper to Saturday breakfast, supervision, programmed evening activities, transportation, and part of our supplies.  Arrival time at White Oak, TN is between 2:00pm and 6:00pm 7/18, with orientation at 7:00pm Sunday evening.    Departure time TBA.  
What to Bring?  Sleeping bag/bed roll, linens, pillow, towels, washcloths, soap, shower shoes, trash bags etc. Work clothes (enough for a week of dirt and sweat), boots (work shoes), gloves, rain-gear, jacket, swimwear, (Please bring only modest clothing). Bibles, notebook, pencil, camera, film, flashlight, musical instrument (if desired), card and board games, insect repellent, large thermos, plus materials for skits, singing and devotions. HAND TOOLS such as the following will be needed, so please let us know what you can bring.  We will confirm the hand tools we need as a team when we have team meetings:  hammers, saws, drills, masonry tools and shovels. Many groups have chosen to donate their tools when they leave and you may wish to consider this also.    Make sure all your tools are marked with purple duct tape and have your name on everything, please (even socks)!  Do not plan to do laundry while at the White Oak Center. Adequate water and laundry facilities are not available except in emergencies. We do not have public washers. Plan to bring an adequate supply of clothing or visit a Laundromat in Jellico (15 miles) on your free day.  Bring extra quarters in case we use Laundromat.
WHAT NOT TO BRING

DO NOT BRING alcoholic beverages, tobacco, illegal drugs, or fireworks.  DO NOT BRING electronic games or cell phones.   NO HEADPHONES (BE PRESENT WITH US!), but ipods/mp3s okay IN VEHICLES and POSSIBLY at White Oak as community music, and EVEN a free shake from Laura to the one who comes up with the best travelling playlist.   Talk with Laura if you have some ipod/mp3 speakers for group listening and some cd’s you can bring from Christian artists or other good travel music.
